Tips for a Successful Homestay

For students to enjoy their time in homestay they should open up to a new culture and try their best to be part of the family. Students will have a lot of new experiences and adventures. They need to keep an  open mind and communicate their feelings.

Canadian Meals

Breakfast and dinners in Canada are quite hurried and they are very casual. Canadian families do not usually sit down together as a group and eat dinner.

At meals, everyone will have their own plate. It is not common to share your food.

Making noises while eating is considered rude in Canada. If it tastes good, tell the cook!

Bathroom Care

Canadian families are concerned about the environment. Students will be expected to keep showers and baths short. (max. 10 minutes)

One shower per day is normal. Late-night showers when everyone is sleeping is considered rude. 

Students should leave the bathroom door open when no one is inside.

Student’s Bedroom

Students are expected to close the door to you bedroom if you would like privacy.

Students’ rooms should be kept clean.

Late Nights

Students should inform their host when they plan to come home so their family does not worry.

Laundry

Students should check with their hosts at the beginning of their stay to work out a laundry schedule. They may ask them to their own laundry.

Families expect a full load of laundry to be completed. Please do not wash a few items every week.

Telephone

Students should use a calling card for all long distance calls made from their homestays. 

Overnight Guests

Pleae confirm with the host family and host company if overnight guests are allowed.

Changing Homestays

Each homestay company has a different policy . Please check with them.
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
